A former Sultan’s palace in Antalya, Turkey

The former summer residence of the Turkish
Sultan in Antalya only remained as a ruin
when the Turkish industrial magnate Ahmed
Baykal bought the property.

He commissioned Rainer Maria Latzke to
redesign the building in its old splendor.

The artist revamped the palace into a posh
Ottoman dream of comforts, from its
courtyard swimming pool to the luxurious
rooms, all designed in late Ottoman décor
with lots of embellishments. It is situated in
Antalya, in the heart of the Old Town centre (Kaleici), amongst old Ottoman
houses sprinkled with Roman ruins.
